The patient has been seen face-to-face for a hospice evaluation. He is 76 years old with endstage Alzheimer's dementia associated with weight loss, decreased mentation, sundowner syndrome, KPS score is 40%, bowel and bladder incontinent, confusion, increased ADL dependency, decreased appetite, and decreased sleep because of behavioral issues especially sundowner at night. Initially, the patient’s Depakote was successful, but it is not working as well. The patient’s endstage Alzheimer's is definitely worsening as far as his symptoms are concerned, associated with weight loss and protein-calorie malnutrition. Overall prognosis is quite poor. He is expected to do poorly on hospice with worsening Alzheimer's dementia symptoms. KPS score is 40%.
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
