FACE-TO-FACE EVALUATION

This is a 78-year-old woman with possible strokes was seen today with history of stroke. The patient’s care was discussed with her caretaker Nikki Tymaka (Nikki) who tells me that the patient is now staying in bed most of the time. She is getting weaker. She is no longer wants to get up in the chair. She needs to be turned to keep her from developing decubitus ulcer of course. She is much weaker. She is not using a walker Nikki tells me. She is bowel and bladder incontinent, ADL dependent. Nikki put her in bed in the evening and then she does not get out of bed till Nikki gets back tomorrow. She is confused at most of time, decreased mentation. She has a tendency to babble per Nikki. KPS score is 40% and the patient’s increase confusion is most likely related to her recurrent strokes associated with decreased appetite, decreased weight, and aspiration symptoms. She must be fed very slowly. She only wants to eat certain things and even at that she only wants to take few bites here and there. KPS score is 40%. She continues to deteriorate with most likely has less than six months to live on hospice.
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
