The patient presents with history of fever questionable 105 degrees with diarrhea for three days without nausea or vomiting.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Diffuse 1+ tenderness without guarding or rebound and localization of pain to right lower quadrant. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.
Workup including urinalysis showed presence of pyuria. Strep screen was negative.
IMPRESSION: Probable gastroenteritis with questionable abdominal pain, pyuria with possible urinary tract infection.
PLAN: C&S was obtained on urine. The patient was advised to go follow up with pediatrician in next few days, to go to the emergency room if pain worsens or does not subside. Because of pyuria, the patient was given Bactrim to take orally with followup urine culture results with pediatrician as above.
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
