PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension, anxiety, and depressive disorder with some insomnia.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: Within normal limits. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.
IMPRESSION: Followup hypertension, depression, anxiety disorder, for refills of medications.
PLAN: Followup in three months was advised. Review of chart reveals the patient needs to get lab work if not done at PCP or elsewhere and follow up to discuss with the patient. The patient may also be a candidate for ultrasounds if apparently had not been done in the past because they allow regular insurance.
