Dear Disability Determination Service:

Ms. Allan comes in to the Bloomfield Hills Office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. She states that she has difficulties with work-related activities because of a loss of vision. She says that she has experienced trauma that left her paralyzed on the left side. As well, she states that she has retinal detachments in both eyes. She has not had eye surgery nor laser treatments. She does not use eye drops. She states that she was examined at the University of Michigan and was told that she has Conversion Disorder.

On examination, the best-corrected visual acuity is hand motions only on the right side and count fingers only on the left side. This is with and without correction, at distance and near. The pupils are equally reactive and round. The muscle balance is orthophoric. The extraocular muscle movements are smooth and full. Applanation pressures are 14 on the right and 12 on the left. The slit lamp examination is unremarkable. The media are clear. The fundus examination is unremarkable. The cup-to-disc ratio is 0.3 on both sides. There are no hemorrhages. There is no edema. The eyelids are unremarkable.

Visual field testing utilizing a Goldman-type kinetic test with a III4e stimulus without correction and with poor reliability shows less than 5 degrees of horizontal field on the right and the absence of a visual field on the left.

Mirror testing shows tracking with each eye.

Assessment:
1. Unexplained visual loss.

2. Conversion disorder.

Ms. Allan does not have ophthalmologic disease that would explain the measured level of visual acuity nor loss of visual fields. She does not have retinal detachments. She gives the history of a diagnosis of conversion disorder. This is supported by today’s examination. Her ophthalmologic prognosis is good.
