CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient is here with his wife with complaints of cough and congestion with pressure in his face for the past three days with history of recurrent sinus problems and bronchial problems past few months, seen a month ago, given prescription for Z-PAK and Medrol Dosepak with recurrence in the past two weeks.

SOCIAL HISTORY: He is a pipe fitter for a big Samsung Factory in Austin, commutes back and forth; when he gets off, occasional home visits.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: He has a lesion on his left upper back for years. He states he tried to remove it before with ligation with partial removal, but with recurrence and regrowth. He has a history of sinusitis and bronchitis and allergic rhinitis. He is taking over-the-counter medications.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Few scattered rhonchi. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Pedunculated large soft lesion on left upper back measuring 3 x 5 cm, slight darkening of skin, but without evidence of melanoma or squamous cell carcinoma.
IMPRESSION: Bronchitis and sinusitis, with allergic rhinitis, with benign skin growth to his back.
PLAN: He was given injections of Rocephin and dexamethasone with prescription for Medrol and Z-PAK. Wanted lesion removed from his back today. Advised to return when we have at least an hour to remove lesion or to seek the care of a dermatologist in Austin where he works. Recommended ultrasounds and lab work, attempted to draw labs, was unable to do venipuncture and he will return for labs and ultrasound in a week when he can arrange time off.
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
