The patient presents with history of getting a fishhook stuck in his right index finger today accidentally while trying to get to something else, unable to remove fishhook, came here for help.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: Within normal limits. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits. Skin: ______ with tri-pronged hooks with one hook embedded in the right distal index finger approximately 1 cm.
The patient is up-to-date on tetanus. 1% lidocaine infiltrated into the entry wound of hook to depth of hook and then hook was removed with pliers, retracted through entry wound without difficulty. The patient tolerated the procedure well. Neosporin dressing applied.
PLAN: To continue topical care after Betadine soak at home and to follow up as needed. Antibiotics not indicated. Follow up as needed.
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
