Dear Dr. Saxena:
This is a followup for Mr. Hagen chronic kidney disease, diabetic nephropathy, and dilated cardiomyopathy.  Last visit in March.  No emergency room hospital admissions.  There was a fall two weeks ago he tripped.  Did not go to the emergency room.  No loss of consciousness.  According to daughter, no significant trauma.  I did an extensive review of systems being negative.  Stable edema.
Medications:  Medications list reviewed.  I will highlight the Demadex, sodium bicarbonate, diabetes cholesterol management, nitrates and beta-blockers.
Physical Exam:  Weight 188 pounds.  He has underlying dementia.  No respiratory distress.  Blood pressure by nurse 122/72.  Lungs are clear.  Minor JVD.  He has a device left upper chest.  No ascites, tenderness or masses.  Stable edema 2 to 3+.  No ulcers.
Labs:  Chemistries, creatinine 2.39, stable over the years, GFR of 25 stage IV.  All labs reviewed.
Assessment and Plan:
1. CKD stage IV, stable overtime, no progression.  No indication for dialysis.  Not systematic.  Remains off ACE inhibitors.

2. High potassium improved on diuretics as well as Lokelma.  Metabolic acidosis on replacement.  There has been no need for EPO treatment.  Hemoglobin is above10.  Nutrition, calcium, phosphorus, acid base and sodium stable.  Chemistries in a regular basis.  Plan to see him back in 4 to 6 months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
