Dear Dr. Willie:

This is a followup for Hector with history of chronic kidney disease from prior enlargement of the prostate and obstructive uropathy status post laser treatment.  Last visit in January; diagnosis of left-sided deep vein thrombosis, presently on Eliquis.  No pulmonary emboli. Evaluated and released from the emergency room.  No bleeding. Arthritis on the hands, first thumb and knees likely osteoarthritis and neuropathy; you are going to test it with EMG in the near future, with numbness.  No claudication symptoms.  Otherwise, I did an extensive review of systems being negative.

Medications:  Medication list reviewed.  I want to highlight lisinopril, hydralazine, for high potassium on Lokelma, on bicarbonate replacement for acidosis.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 207 pounds and blood pressure by nurse 129/76.  Alert and oriented x3.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  No pericardial rub. Obesity of the abdomen.  No ascites.  No edema.  No neurological deficits.

Labs:  Chemistries from June, creatinine 2.06 stable or improved and GFR 35.  Rest of the labs reviewed.

Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB stable over time.  No progression, not symptomatic.  Presently, potassium well controlled on treatment.  Metabolic acidosis on treatment well replaced.  Nutrition, calcium, and phosphorus normal.  No phosphorus binders.  There is no anemia.  No EPO treatment.  Blood pressure well controlled.  Come back in six months.

All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
