Dear Mrs. Grove:
This is a followup for Tammy with cadaveric renal transplant in 2003, underlying hereditary nephritis, Alport.  Last visit in January.  Comes accompanied with mother.  No seizure activity.  Blood pressure low on treatment as needed.  Legally blind and decreased hearing.  Obesity. Poor activity.  No kidney transplant tenderness or urinary symptoms.  Extensive review of systems is done being negative.
Medications:  Medication list reviewed.  Remains on Tacro, prednisone, Myfortic, vitamin D 1,25, and antiseizure medications.  Medication list reviewed.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 270 pounds.  Blood pressure by nurse 120/80.  No respiratory distress.  Normal speech.  She is blind.  Respiratory and cardiovascular normal.  No kidney transplant tenderness.  No major edema.
Labs:  Chemistries: Last Tacro 6.4.  Creatinine stable around 1.2.  Mild anemia 12.8.  Labs reviewed.
Assessment and Plan:
1. Cadaveric renal transplant in 2003 secondary to Alport hereditary nephritis.  Kidney transplant stable, stage III with a GFR of 52.  Present electrolyte and acid base normal.
2. Mild anemia.  No EPO treatment.  Tacro therapeutic at 6.4.  Low level protein in the urine 0.2, non-nephrotic.
3. Continue on present medications.  Continue support for low blood pressure.  Follow with other consultants including neurology Dr. Shaik.  Presently, no activity for the seizures.  Recent mammogram negative.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
