Dear Dr. Kozlovski:
This is a followup for Cherine with prior low potassium at the time of diarrhea.  The patient did not tolerate a number of diabetes medications including Mounjaro, Trulicity, Ozempic and apparently also Jardiance or Farxiga and to see an endocrinologist a few days from now.  Not very physically active.  Has gained weight from 152 to 168 pounds.  Still has one or twice episodes of diarrhea which the patient blames eating like beef, is hard of hearing.  Otherwise, extensive review of systems is negative.
Medications:  Medication list reviewed.  Anticoagulated with Eliquis.  Remains on B12 on a monthly basis.  The only blood pressure medicine will be the bisoprolol.  Diabetes and cholesterol management.  Sliding scale insulin and has not been on long-acting.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 168 pounds.  Blood pressure 127/75 by nurse.  Decreased hearing.  No respiratory distress.  Respiratory and Cardiovascular: No abnormalities.  No ascites, tenderness or masses.  No gross edema or neurological problems.
Labs:  Chemistries: Creatinine 0.88.  Other chemistries completely normal.  Potassium normal.
Assessment and Plan:
1. Chronic off and on diarrhea.  Prior low potassium, presently normal.
2. Prior low magnesium; level was not done.  Follows with Dr. Sahay from B-cell lymphoma which appears to be in remission.
3. The patient is anticoagulated for history of pulmonary emboli and atrial fibrillation.
4. From the renal standpoint, everything is stable.  I did not schedule a followup.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
