Dear Dr. Mohan:
This is a followup for Patrich with chronic kidney disease and hypertension.  Last visit in January. Chronic dyspnea and oxygen at night according to wife only one day.  Severe dementia, followed with neurology Dr. Shaik added Namenda.  No side effects.  Otherwise, extensive review of systems done with the help of wife being negative.
Medications:  Medication list reviewed.  I want to highlight lisinopril and HCTZ and number of inhalers, cholesterol management and for his schizophrenia and dementia has been on Haldol, benztropine, Aricept and Namenda.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 259 pounds.  Blood pressure by nurse 116/88.  No respiratory distress.  Respiratory and Cardiovascular: No major abnormalities.  Obesity of the abdomen.  No ascites or tenderness.  No major edema.  Normal speech.  I do not see tremors.  He is able to walk. Nonfocal.
Labs:  Chemistries: Creatinine 1.76, which is baseline representing a GFR of 42 stage IIIB.  Labs reviewed.
Assessment and Plan: CKD stage IIIB.  No symptoms of uremia, encephalopathy, or pericarditis.  No progression.  No indication for dialysis.  Electrolytes and acid base within normal limits.  Normal nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.  No need for binders.  No need for bicarbonate replacement.  There is no anemia.  All issues discussed with the patient and wife.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
