Edwin is 73-year-old male who is confined to a wheelchair on account of previous CVA and left hemiparesis. The patient was referred here to rule out plasma cell disorder. His immunoelectrophoresis had shown gamma fraction IgG being abnormal. The patient subsequently had further lab work done CBC and CMP was essentially unremarkable. His IgG, IgA, and IgM were within normal limit. However, beta-2 microglobulin was 3.8 normal being 2.4, which is suggestive of possible plasma cell disorder. The patient was seen today and labs were discussed. Further workup, which includes skeletal survey and bone marrow aspiration biopsy was discussed. The patient however does not want any further workup at this point. He is asymptomatic so I agree with him. At this point, we will defer further workup, which includes bone marrow aspiration biopsy, urine protein immunoelectrophoresis on 24-hour sample and skeletal survey. If the patient starts having any symptoms or if his renal function deteriorates, we certainly will discuss it again.
