Dear Crystal Baker:
I had the pleasure of seeing Gary Burns today in my office. I appreciate you involving me in his care. As you know, he is 18-year-old right-handed Caucasian man who has a memory problem for a year. He is getting less and less remembrance of the word is difficult. Spelling words difficult, sometime forget what to do. He has a history of Autism Spectrum Disorder and ADHD. He forgets the appointment. He thinks harder. He stutter and cannot remember. He cannot remember part of the day. In his school, he need more time in education and test during college. He is in multimedia. He is seeing mental health counselor Dr. Osika.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Memory problem, depression, Autism Spectrum Disorder, pervasive developmental disorder, ADHD, and asthma.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: History of tooth extraction, history of tonsillectomy and adenoidectomy.

ALLERGIES: CEFDINIR, CEPHALEXIN, CEPHALOSPORIN, SULFA, METHIMAZOLE, and TRIMETHOPRIM.

MEDICATIONS: Albuterol, doxycycline, Flonase, levalbuterol, and ProAir.

SOCIAL HISTORY: He does not smoke cigarettes. He does not drink alcohol. He does not use any drugs. He is a college student. He is single. No children.

FAMILY HISTORY: Mother alive with hypertension. Father alive and healthy. One brother same symptom and heart murmur.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: I personally reviewed the general, skin, metabolic, endocrine, EENT, pulmonary, cardiovascular, gastrointestinal, neurologic, psychiatric, and musculoskeletal system. I found out that he is having confusion, depression, and anxiety.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Vital Signs: Blood pressure 110/70, heart rate 72, and respiratory rate 16. Lungs: Clear to auscultation. Heart: S1 and S2 regular in rate and rhythm. Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds present. Neck: Supple. There is no carotid bruit. There is no jaundice, cyanosis, or edema. Neurologic: The patient is alert, awake, and oriented x3. Speech: No aphasia. No dysarthria. Pupils are equally reacting to light and accommodation. Extraocular movements are intact. There is no facial asymmetry. Tongue is in the midline. Shoulder shrug normal. Hearing is good on both sides. Finger-to-nose, no dysmetria. There is no pronator drift. There is no rigidity. No tremor. Motor System Examination: Strength 5/5. Deep tendon reflexes 2/4. Plantar responses are flexor. Sensory System Examination: Revealed presence of pinprick and vibratory sensation in both hands and feet.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN: An 18-year-old right-handed Caucasian man whose history and examination is suggestive of following neurological problems:

1. Memory problem.

2. ADHD.

3. Depression.

4. Anxiety.

5. Autism Spectrum Disorder.

The patient is already seeing a mental health counselor. I advised him to follow with him. In my opinion, the patient needs antidepressant. He is already on medication for ADHD that is Adderall. I would like to start Zoloft 25 mg one p.o. daily. I would like to see him back in my office in about three months.
