Dear Dr. Li:
This is a followup for Mr. Alcoser with hematuria, proteinuria, preserved kidney function, and strong family history for FSGS.  Last visit a year ago.  He has well-controlled psychiatry problem.  Denies psychiatry hospital admission.  He has followed with urology Dr. Kirby who left the area and then Dr. ______.  No cystoscopy; already urology left.  Emergency room visit in January.  Negative workup for a typical chest pain, supposed to be doing salt restriction.  Blood pressure in the office apparently okay.  He does not check it at home.  Extensive review of systems being negative.
Medications:  Medication list reviewed.  I will highlight ACE inhibitors, potassium, not on diuretics, on diabetes management.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 259 pounds.  Blood pressure 136/62.  Obesity.  No skin or mucosal abnormalities.  Respiratory and cardiovascular normal.  No ascites or tenderness.  No major edema.  Normal speech.  Nonfocal.  No tremors.
Labs:  Recent chemistries at the emergency room in February.  Normal kidney function, electrolytes, acid base, calcium, liver tests and no anemia.
Assessment and Plan:  Low level hematuria, proteinuria, preserved kidney function without progression.  Continue present ACE inhibitors, diabetes and cholesterol management.  Clinically stable.  Come back in a year.
All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
