Dear Sue:
This is a followup for Linda with prior kidney abnormalities at the time of meloxicam exposure.  Last visit was in December.  We did a phone visit as she is mobility restricted from recent fall, left foot fracture, on a cast, potential surgery soon.  Back on meloxicam for a short period of time. Has followed with Dr. Krepostman, cardiology for low blood pressure symptomatic.  Blood pressure medications were discontinued.  It is my understanding Holter monitored, did not require a pacemaker.  Otherwise, an extensive review of systems being done negative.  She does have some degree of edema.  Does not require any oxygen.
Medications:  I reviewed medications.  The only diuretics remain.  All blood pressure medicines discontinued including lisinopril, Norvasc.
Physical Examination:  Blood pressure at home 130/90.  Alert, oriented x 3.  No respiratory distress.  Weight 210 pounds at home.
Labs:  Present chemistries are normal.  Isolated low platelets.
Assessment and Plan:  Prior acute kidney injury at the time of exposure long-term anti-inflammatory agents that has for the most part resolved.  All chemistries associated to kidney disease appear to be normal.  She has incidental low platelets, to be followed with you.  Continue present regimen.  Advised to discontinue meloxicam as soon as possible. From the renal standpoint, no active or progressive issue.  No followup will be needed.
All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
