CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of fatigue, tiredness, headache, restless legs and followup for iron deficiency anemia and multiple laboratory tests.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient came today with her husband stating that she is less fatigued after she got iron IV injection and reviewed on her laboratory tests done at Nevada University Medical Center in detail and she has low iron for which she is getting iron supplement and she feels nauseated. The patient also has extensive workup done for anemia including hemoglobin electrophoresis which was unremarkable and hemoglobin is 9 grams.
The patient has head pressure and pain sometimes there is no visual disturbance. C-reactive protein was high along with sed rate.

The patient still has restless leg syndrome, but does not snore. The patient’s left breast depression has resolved completely. The patient does not have any redness.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied double vision, ear discharge, sore throat, cough, fever, chills, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for multiple allergies including house dust, pollens and cats.
The patient also has a history of chronic bronchitis and she is on albuterol inhaler two puffs twice a day as needed.
The patient feels relief with nebulizer treatment and the patient is also currently on budesonide 0.25 mg/2 mL and also through a nebulizer machine as needed twice a day.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with family. She is married and has three children. The patient is currently working as a respiratory technician. She never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Reveals headache mostly sinus type. Tympanic membranes and oropharyngeal examination is unremarkable.
NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Obese without any tenderness.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

NEUROLOGIC: Examination is intact. The patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
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
