CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of both jaw pain.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that four days ago she felt severe pain in the jaw bone and the joint was locked. The patient went to the emergency room had an extensive workup done and she had plain x-rays of the TMJ dimension with no allergies and she was asked to get MRI if condition continues and the patient was given pain medications and her gabapentin was increased to four times a day 400 mg each tablet. Nothing has helped her so far. She still has pain and she is taking only pureed diet which is extremely soft. The patient does not have any difficulty swallowing and there is no sore throat.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, ear pain or ear discharge. The patient has no sore throat. She also denied chest pain or shortness of breath. There was no nausea or vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.

The patient stated that she lost 3 to 4 pounds since she is not able to eat solid food due to jaw pain. The patient also denied any loose stools or tooth infection.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Unremarkable.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with her husband and she currently does not work. The patient never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Unremarkable. The patient does have tenderness over the TMJ and also angle of the jaw bilaterally. There is no lymph node enlargement.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.
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
