HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient presents with mother who states she has had cough that has gotten worse. She was seen two weeks ago in the clinic, tested positive for flu, did get better from the flu, but now has cough with fever and has not been eating well, but playing okay and does not fuss during the day, but at nighttime has cough and fever, unknown T-max, has been treating with Benadryl and Motrin. No shortness of breath or wheezing noted.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

SOCIAL HISTORY: No reports of secondhand smoke exposure at home.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: This is a well-appearing, no acute distress, alert child.
EENT: Eyes: Pupils equal, round and reactive to light. Ears: Noted mild erythema bilaterally in the canals. No TM bulging. Positive light reflex. Nose: Clear rhinorrhea. Turbinates are not pale. Throat: Mild edema. Mild erythema. No exudate noted with tonsillar edema. Airway is patent.
NECK: Supple with no thyroid enlargement. No lymph noted enlargement.
RESPIRATORY: Clear breath sounds in all quadrants.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm. No murmurs or gallops appreciated.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

EXTREMITIES: Nontender.

SKIN: Without rash or lesions.
ASSESSMENT:

1. Cough.
2. Pharyngitis.
PLAN: We will treat with amoxicillin. Advised mother on self-care for symptom management at home. Advised to follow up with pediatrician if the child does not get better.
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
