PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Hysterectomy complete and cholecystectomy.
ALLERGIES: PENICILLIN and LISINOPRIL.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No reports of alcohol or smoking.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: No acute distress, alert and oriented x3.
EENT: Within normal limits.
NECK: Supple with no thyroid enlargement.
RESPIRATORY: Clear breath sounds.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

SKIN: Without rash or lesions.
ASSESSMENT:

1. COVID.
