No difficulty breathing or swallowing. No fevers. No chills. No body aches. Does report runny nose and pressure on his face.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Sinus surgeries x 3.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No reports of smoke or secondhand smoke exposure.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: This is an alert and oriented x3 patient, in no acute distress.
EENT: Within normal limits.
NECK: Supple with no thyroid enlargement.
RESPIRATORY: Clear breath sounds in all quadrants.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

SKIN: Without rashes or lesions.
ASSESSMENT: Sinusitis.
PLAN: We will treat with Rocephin and dexamethasone in the clinic. Advised to follow up with ENT for a second opinion as far as treatment options for corrective care. The patient was discharged in stable condition.
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
