3. I gave the mother prescription for Amoxil, but I told her not to use it for three days unless the child becomes feverish and has discolored sputum or other symptoms. At this time, we would treat with conservative management including Tylenol, Motrin and lots of liquid.

4. Mother to call me if she needs to start the antibiotic as part of the antibiotic stewardship program.
