The patient states that when she was working as a supervisor at Chrysler, she was doing very well, but now she has limited income and she cannot help. The patient was encouraged to help herself first than anything else. The patient finally agreed. Support and reassurance is given. Daughter is a CNA. She has not worked in about a month or so. She is going to start working. Support and reassurance is given. Continue medications. AIMS testing done which is negative. See her in three weeks.
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
