Memory loss.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient is a 68-year-old male with chief complaint of memory loss.  The patient has progressive short-term memory loss.  His memory loss mostly short-term.  He will forget things.  He misplaces things.  The patient will forget things in two minutes.  The patient will go to garage and does not remember what he is going to garage for. NEUROLOGIC EXAMINATION
The patient is oriented to year, month and date.  He knows he lives in Pittsburgh, California.  The patient does not know the President United States.  Serial 7s is 5/5.  Short-term recall is 2/3.
EEG exam was previous done on 05/08/2024.  It was negative study.  There is no significant slowing of the brain waves.
IMPRESSION
Mild cognitive impairment, versus early dementia.  He has short-term memory deficit.  However, he is still oriented to time, date, and situation.  The patient knows the date and location.  His five-minute short-term recall is 2/3.
The EEG examination was normal.  There is no significant brainwave slowing.
RECOMMENDATIONS
1. Explained the patient of the above diagnosis.

2. The patient continues to take memantine 10 mg twice a day.
3. Explained the patient common side effects from the medications.
4. I recommend the patient followup on November 3, 2024.
