Dear Dr. Vennemeyer:

Thank you for this referral.

This 49-year-old Hispanic female smokes occasionally one to two cigarettes sometimes for last 20 years. Alcohol socially. She says she is allergic to Toradol. After taking Toradol, she had severe reaction with shortness of breath and swelling of the neck.

She is here for preop evaluation for a cosmetic surgery.

SYMPTOMS: She says she feels fine. However, she does have history of anxiety and migraine headache.

The patient did have breast implant and tummy tuck two years ago, which was done in Mexico. However, recently, she noticed her right implant felt hard so she saw Dr. Vennemeyer it was confirmed and replacement has been advised. She also wants some tummy tuck done doing that surgery.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: She has hypothyroidism for which she is on levothyroxine 88 mcg. She also is on propranolol 10 mg and sumatriptan 25 mg p.r.n. bases for migraine. She takes hydroxyzine. She used to take fluoxetine for depression 20 mg she said she stopped it. She also is on lisinopril 5 mg and propranolol 10 mg again she does not know for what I could have been high blood pressure especially when she has migraine headache. In past, she was given metformin 500 mg she says she does not take it anymore. She also takes pantoprazole 20 mg daily off and on.
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The patient has four children they are 28, 26, 14, and 10. The patient has history of three miscarriages first one 30 years ago, second one 11 years ago, and third one 11 years ago. Subsequently, she has one child she is healthy. The patient give history of shortness of breath going to emergency room in the March where a CT scan was done, which showed the implant in the right breast apparently ruptured and that is the reason of this scheduling of replacement.

FAMILY HISTORY: Unremarkable. Mother passed of car accident. Father is alive. No history of DVT or pulmonary embolism.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 2 inches tall, weighing 168 pounds, and blood pressure 124/79.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds active.

Extremities: No edema.

LABS: Her lab results that she has brought showed beta-2 glycoprotein antibody IgG was 150, which is high and beta-2 glycoprotein IgA antibody was 92, which is high. She has phospholipid antibody panel pending and Factor V Leiden mutation pending. She has also protein S level 110, protein S3 113, antithrombin-III 87 those are within normal range, and protein C is pending.

DIAGNOSIS: History of three miscarriages and certain abnormal results on coagulation profile certain tests are still pending.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will await subsequent test especially protein C and Factor V Leiden mutation once available we can make further recommendations.
