HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is on a workmen’s comp case from a car accident at work where he hurt his back. He has been doing physiotherapy. The report from physical therapy shows a slight increase of 36% improvement. The patient states he does have continued back pain that does limit him. No loss of bowel or bladder function at this time. He has continued with physical therapy, but is limited with it due to the pain, he states. No loss of strength in the legs or lower extremities noted.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No reports of alcohol or smoking.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: This is a no acute distress, alert and oriented x3 patient.
EENT: Within normal limits.
NECK: Supple with no thyroid enlargement.
RESPIRATORY: Clear breath sounds.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

BACK: On back inspection, bilateral spasms of the lumbar paraspinal muscles at T5 through T10. Full range of motion.

NEUROLOGIC: Deep tendon reflexes of the lower extremities are within normal limits.

SKIN: Without rashes or lesions.
ASSESSMENT: Back spasms with low back pain. No radiculopathy.

PLAN: Plan is to continue physical therapy and orthopedic consult for surgical evaluation. The patient’s paperwork filled out and released back to the patient. All questions were answered and discharged in stable condition.
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
