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An 83-year-old woman currently on hospice with history of neurocognitive disorder associated with Lewy bodies.
She has increased anxiety and increased hallucination. The patient is now bedbound, high risk of fall, no longer allowed to get out of bed. She has a KPS score of 40%. She lives with her family. Urine incontinent, history of recurrent vaginal yeast infection, aspiration pneumonia and urinary tract infection which is the hallmark of demise in patients with endstage Lewy body dementia.
The patient requires turning every two hours to reduce pressures on the bony areas, decreased appetite, child-like appetite with protein-calorie malnutrition, ADL dependency and bowel and bladder incontinent. The patient remains hospice appropriate, most likely has less than six months to live.
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
