CHIEF COMPLAINT:

1. “I have an infected arm.”

2. Status post tattoo placement a month ago. He had sort of infection before, treated with Keflex. He felt like he was not taking the Keflex long enough.

3. Family history of coronary artery disease, concerned about his heart.

4. He was told one time he had thyroid cyst.

5. Weight loss.

6. Nausea.

7. Concerned about his gallbladder.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: A 33-year-old gentleman originally from Louisiana comes in today with multiple medical issues and problems. First thing he is worried about is warmness to touch on his arm. He wants to get antibiotics because he was on antibiotics for the first time he got this massive tattoo on his right arm, it improved, but then he stopped taking it and wants to get some more antibiotics since he is from Louisiana, he is not going back to Louisiana at this time.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
MEDICATIONS: Off the Keflex at this time. No other medication.
ALLERGIES: None.
COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He drinks very little. He has been trying to lose weight, but he has lost 30 pounds. He is concerned about the weight loss. No nausea or vomiting. He does not smoke. He vapes. He does not drink alcohol on regular basis.
FAMILY HISTORY: Positive for coronary artery disease.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: As above.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: He weighs 201 pounds. O2 sat 98%. Temperature 98.4. Respirations 20. Pulse 110. Blood pressure 140/90.

HEENT: TMs are clear.
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LUNGS: Few rhonchi.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. 
ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash. Low-grade cellulitis, right arm. A recent tattoo present.
NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. As far as the cellulitis is concerned, we put him back on his Keflex.

2. History of bladder spasm. His bladder and kidney look normal.

3. Family history of stroke and coronary artery disease. No evidence of premature atherosclerotic disease noted. His carotid looks good. His echocardiogram is within normal limits in face of palpitation.

4. Leg pain and arm pain musculoskeletal most likely related to his work as a lineman.

5. Thyroid cyst. Minimal cyst noted.
6. Minimal fatty liver noted.

7. Gallbladder looks healthy.

8. Check thyroid. He wants to do his blood work in the next couple of months. He had blood work done just a few months ago.

9. If the arm infection is not better, he will call us right away.
