The hatch door is the metal piece that is very heavy that hit the top and back of the head.  The patient tells me that he had immediately loss of consciousness.  He does not remember anything.  When he woke-up, the patient was being evaluated by the medical staff.  The patient has severe head pain.  The patient has nausea.  The patient complains of light sensitivity.  He is dizzy.  The patient was disoriented.  The patient could not move.  There is severe head pain lasted for several days.
Since the event, the patient has frequent headaches.  The patient has frequent nausea.  He feels dizzy all the time.  The patient has lightheadedness.  His memory is not as good as previously.  The patient also has neck pain and back pain.  The patient also sometimes has trouble sleeping.  The patient is currently working at rehabilitation center. The patient is a nursing aide in training.  The patient tells me that his headache and neck pain is happening the way he does his work.  It is affecting his concentration and focus.  The patient is not able to concentrate.  He has significant dizziness and light sensitivity at work, which is also affecting his work performance.
