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This is an 80-year-old woman currently on hospice with history of dementia.
The patient recently has had history of CVA, was hospitalized on or about July 5, 2024.

Post CVA, the patient is total ADL dependent. She has bowel and bladder incontinence. She has issues with coughing and aspiration, which is likely related to her CVA.
Before her CVA, the patient has had dementia with change in mentation, confusion, and decreased weight. She also suffers from high blood pressure, high cholesterol, history of memory loss, heart failure, and degenerative joint disease.

The patient has a KPS score of 40%. No longer can be taken care of by herself given her current CVA as well as previous dementia. The patient wishes no longer to go back and forth to the hospital, wants to be cared for at home. She meets the criteria for hospice care and most likely has less than six months to live, expected to do poorly.
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
