CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient is seen with injury to the right first toenail, states bumped it by accident with painful nail since last night, worried of possible infection.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Extremities: Noted to be right distal medial quarter of nail fractured with slight separation. Nail polish present, unable to thoroughly visualize nail. Slight tenderness to pressure without pulsatile pain. Remainder of extremity examination within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: No CVA tenderness.
IMPRESSION: Partial avulsion distal right first toenail without evident subungual hematoma.
PLAN: Attempted removal of nail polish in the office, to continue at home with Neosporin dressings. Advised to continue nail care with expectation that distal fragment of nail will entirely separate from nail bed with followup in the office for removal if necessary.
FINAL DIAGNOSES: Partial avulsion right first toenail with followup here or PCP as needed to remove nail fragment.
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
