The patient is seen with history of coughing for the past week with slight congestion, with history of asthma, with occasional bronchitis. He has home nebulizer and handheld nebulizers that he uses off and on.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Extensive rhonchi, without definite rales or wheezing, with O2 saturation of 98%. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.
IMPRESSION: Bronchitis with history of asthma and bronchitis.

PLAN: The patient is given injections of Rocephin and dexamethasone with prescription for Z-PAK, Medrol Dosepak and refills of handheld nebulizer to use nebulizer at home as well with respiratory precautions, to follow up as needed. Again, I have advised complete physical with labs, EKG and consideration of ultrasounds in the future which had been requested before, but the patient is content with limited care at this point in his life.
