The patient is here for followup of injury to the right third finger, not able to work as a fireman, without full release. He does not want to use brace. He has not taken any antiinflammatories, but he is waiting for it to get better. He has not been able to get into see orthopedist yet with consult pending, delayed because of the recent hurricane. The patient states minimal improvement, but he does not able to return to work with potential life-threatening situations there.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL & FAMILY HISTORY: Negative other than being a fireman.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Extremities: Diffuse tenderness 2+ to right dorsal third finger. Also, 2+ tenderness to the right ventral third metacarpophalangeal joint with painful range of motion. Remainder of physical exam including: Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Within normal limits. Lungs: Within normal limits. Heart: Within normal limits. Abdomen: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.
IMPRESSION: Followup injury to the right third finger with suspected tendinitis, pending ortho evaluation and also injury to the right third metacarpophalangeal joint.

PLAN: The patient advised to continue present care, continue off duty status, get into see orthopedist as soon as possible and to follow up in two weeks for further followup.
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
