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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury in the summer of 1999.  During the summer of 1999, the patient was working on the flight control.  The patient tells me that he was working in a plane at Whiteman Air Force Base.  He tells me that a sharp corner of the flight control hit his left forehead.  Left forehead sustained a laceration and started bleeding.  The patient tells me that it was significant hit.  He fell to his knee.  Then confused and disoriented.  He does not remember what happened next.  The patient has amnesia symptoms for about five minutes.  The patient stated he was not conscious for a few minutes.  When he woke-up, the patient was in front of the hanger already.  He does not remember how he got out of the plane.  The patient is seeing the doctor.  The patient needed stitches on the forehead.  The patient has severe head pain, confusion, and disorientation.
Since the event, the patient has significant headaches and migraines, sleep disturbance, tinnitus, sensitivity noise, depression, anxiety, agitation, irritability, mood swing, and aggression.
The patient currently is working as a nurse for Home Health.  The patient tells me that his headaches are significantly affecting his job.  The patient tells me that he cannot work sometimes when the headache is so severe.  He is not able to get out of the house.  The light sensitivity and the noise sensitivity is severe to the point that it is affecting his focus and concentration.  The patient tells me that the anxiety and irritability also affecting also affecting his work performance.  The patient becomes anxious and agitated at times in front of the patients.
