CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of burping, neck pain, vertigo, and followup after upper endoscopy.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient came today with his daughter stating that he has burping several times a day and it is less after eating food. He recently had upper endoscopy and lower endoscopy and a colon polyp which was removed. He had mild irritation of the stomach without any lesions.
The patient complained of neck pain it is dull pain and the pain level is 3 or 4 without any radiation to the upper extremities. Pain is relieved after resting.
The patient has feeling of dizziness on and off and for the past few days also he has ear congestion especially on the left side. There is no ear discharge. The patient has no severe cough or chest pain.
The patient does not have any abdominal pain at this time.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, double vision, cough, fever, chills, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for gastritis. He has a history of hypertension and he is on lisinopril 5 mg one tablet a day along with low-salt and also MiraLax 17 g mix with 4 ounce of water every day for constipation.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is married, lives with his wife and children. The patient works as a factory job. He never smoked cigarette or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use.

OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Unremarkable. Dullness of the tympanic membrane in the left ear without any discharge.
NECK: Lymph node or thyroid enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft and slightly obese without any tenderness.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

NEUROLOGIC: Examination is intact and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
