CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of feeling weak and followup for diabetes mellitus and chronic kidney disease.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he was treated at emergency room few days ago and he had significant elevation of BUN and creatinine. The patient was diagnosed with acute kidney injury and dehydration. The patient received 3 to 4L of IV fluids and after that he started feeling better. The patient’s vital signs were stable and he was discharged home and followup with kidney specialist. Now the patient feels better but still has weakness, sometimes cold sweats. All his medications were reviewed and discussed with the patient.
The patient also came today as a followup for diabetes. He stated that his blood sugars are stable ranging from 100 to 130 mg/dL.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied excessive weight loss or weight gain, headache, double vision, ear pain, swallowing difficulty, snoring, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypertension and he is on amlodipine 10 mg once a day, clonidine 0.1 mg two tablets at night, and metoprolol 50 mg once a day along with low-salt diet.

The patient has a history of hypercholesterolemia and he is on atorvastatin 80 mg once a day along with low-fat diet.

The patient has a history of chronic kidney disease and he is on bumetanide 1 mg tablet once every day, chlorthalidone 25 mg once a day along with low-salt diet.

The patient is also taking clopidogrel 75 mg once a day and Zetia 10 mg once a day.

The patient has a history of diabetes and he is on Lantus insulin once every day 25 units and lispro insulin according to the sliding scale.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is single, lives by himself. Currently he is unable to work because of the right leg amputation. The patient never smoked cigarette or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use.
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OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.

HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any murmur.
Blood pressure rechecked, it was 93/61.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness or edema.
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
