This is a followup consultation on Sandra Davis.

She was initially seen for Dr. Sears for evaluation for cytopenia and recently diagnosed hepatitis. The patient was hospitalized with hepatic encephalopathy and decompensation. However, she recovered and she was found to have low hemoglobin, which was 10.8, hematocrit was 32.2, and her platelet were 140. We repeated CBC on 06/27 now WBC count was slightly low at 3.1, hemoglobin has normalized to 12.2, platelet were better at 126.

DIAGNOSES:
1. Cytopenia most likely because of liver disorder and possible splenomegaly.

2. Diabetes mellitus not well controlled. A1c was 10.6.

RECOMMENDATIONS: At this point, no further workup is necessary. We probably will check CBC in three months but I think patient should recover.
