The patient initially was seen on June 30, 2022 with lesions diagnosed to be of mycosis fungoides. The patient was seen at UT Southwest. The patient came to me for evaluation and possible treatment after discussing the case with Dr. Goff of UT Southwest. The patient was started on adcetris after four to five treatment he had significant improvement treatment was stopped. Subsequently, the patient did have lesions coming back at that time he was restarted on adcetris but after three or four treatment he started having issues with peripheral neuropathy mainly feet getting significantly cold most of the time so then adcetris was stopped and patient was started on Istodax, which he took for month or so but he said he could not tolerate it and he stopped it so after brief interval he was restarted on adcetris. The patient now is on 12th or 13th infusion of adcetris his lesions have come back he was given a break from February till now however lesions are more aggressively looking so after discussing with Dr. Goff he is restarted on adcetris.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: Today, he is 74-year-old male.

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 6 inches tall, weighing 163 pounds, and blood pressure 138/85.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: There is lesion, which has significant induration several lesion maculopapular raised all over the body mainly in the groin area someone in the back and shoulder.

DIAGNOSES:
1. Mycosis fungoides.

2. History of prostate cancer.
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RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and restart adcetris after premedication with Benadryl. He was given 130 mg of adcetris in 500 of sodium chloride over two hour. The patient tolerated it well. We will see him in three weeks.
