Thank you for your continued support.

Robert Perry was initially seen for anemia and thrombocytopenia. On 05/16, WBC count was 2.7, hemoglobin was 9.7, and hematocrit was 140. His iron and B12 level were low. The patient subsequently was given iron infusion. So on 06/22, his hemoglobin improved to 13.9, WBC was 2.8, and platelets were 130. His reticulocyte count was 1.9 and ferritin low at 22. The patient is here today for further recommendations. He says that he still feels little weak and he would appreciate if another iron infusion could be done so patient was given 1 g INFeD since his ferritin is still low and we will recheck his CBC in three weeks.

DIAGNOSES: 

1. Iron-deficiency secondary to hemorrhoidal bleed.

2. Thrombocytopenia cause unclear.
