CC: Lab review.
HPI: A 75-year-old female with moderate unspecified dementia is seen today for lab review. The patient has a history of chronic lower extremity edema for which she received torsemide initially 40 mg q.a.m. and 20 mg at noon and that continued until there was some improvement then torsemide was decreased to 40 mg q.a.m. BMP during that time showed an elevation in her BUN and creatinine. BUN 32.8 and creatinine 2.79. So torsemide was decreased to 20 mg q.d. with elevation of legs p.r.n. and compression socks and there has been improvement that has been sustained with the decrease in the diuretic. The patient also has DM II is given Lantus 10 units q.a.m. There is also hypokalemia with the potassium of 3.4. We will supplement with KCl 10 mEq Monday through Friday. We will do a followup K level in two weeks.
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
