CC: Lab review.
HPI: An 85-year-old gentleman seen in room. Baseline labs are reviewed. He is new to facility. The patient has dysphagia, is NPO and nutrition is per PEG tube. A nutritionist evaluated the patient about a week or two ago and adjusted his tube feedings and he has had no trouble with the change. Before I began reviewing his labs, he told me that he was having some pain when he urinated. He narrowed it down to a burning when he was trying to urinate. He was able to get urine out, but it was painful and he now had urinary leakage which he states is new for him.
DIAGNOSES: Unspecified dysphagia, advanced Parkinsonism, DM II, hyperlipidemia, PUD, and protein calorie malnutrition.
MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from admit note.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: Very thin, chronically ill appearing gentleman, seated. He was quiet and cooperative.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 108/60, pulse 56, temperature 97.4, respiratory rate 16, and weight 116 pounds.
MUSCULOSKELETAL: He has generalized decreased muscle mass and motor strength, but he has good neck and truncal stability in a seated position. He is a full transfer assist and unable to propel a wheelchair.
SKIN: Warm, dry, intact, and fair turgor. Sternal site is clear.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Anemia. H&H are 12.5 and 35.7, indices mildly macrocytic. No intervention required. Platelet count WNL at 202 and WBC count WNL at 4.5.
2. Hyponatremia. Sodium is 133. We will give NaCl tabs 1 g one tablet b.i.d. and recheck sodium in about three weeks.
3. Hypocalcemia. Calcium is 8.1. I have ordered calcium 600 mg tablets one q.d. per PEG, then decreased to one q. MWF and will do followup CA value.

4. Dysuria. UA with C&S to assess for UTI and in the interim Azo one p.o. t.i.d. routine for two days and p.r.n. x 30 days. The patient is able to voice his needs.
