HPI: A 90-year-old with a history of tinea pedis. The patient has had nystatin powder applied daily a.m. and h.s. and there has been resolution of the issue. Rather than discontinued treatment, she would like to have the powder changed to p.r.n. The patient is capable of having her foot care monitored and asking for the powder when needed. I spoke with her about this and she appreciates the p.r.n. order being written.

DIAGNOSES: Tinea pedis, DM-II, chronic pain management, peripheral neuropathy, gait instability uses a walker, OSA uses CPAP, and dysphagia.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged at 06/19/24.

ALLERGIES: Multiple, see chart.

DIET: Regular with thin liquid.
