HPI: A 74-year-old who has recently undergone extensive dental work, prescribed chlorhexidine b.i.d. and now request that it be h.s. only. She was seen in room. She was just getting things organized. She is moving about without her walker and appeared steady. Overall, the patient appears to be doing better. She seems calmer and not calling her daughter as frequently, but doing more things for herself. When asked about the healing of all her dental work, she states that it has come along, but slowly.

DIAGNOSES: Advanced Parkinson’s disease, gait instability uses a walker, anxiety disorder, glaucoma, hypothyroid, HTN, HLD, insomnia and chronic pain.

ALLERGIES: Multiple, see chart.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 06/19/24 note.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is alert and just walking around her apartment.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 99/57, pulse 67, temperature 96.8, and respirations 16.

NEURO: She makes eye contact. Her speech is clear. She is direct into the point. Her affect is appropriate for situation.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She moves her arms and she is ambulating. She will hold onto things when she needs to. No LEE.

SKIN: Warm, dry and intact with fair turgor.

HEENT: As to her dentition, there is no edema. They appeared healthy and her dental implants look stable.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Medication change. Chlorhexidine is changed to h.s. only.
