CC: Followup on hearing aids.

HPI: A 92-year-old gentleman seen in room sitting on couch per usual. He makes eye contact. The patient speaks his need and is able to give information as well as ask appropriate questions. The patient is very hard of hearing, had bilateral cochlear implants about 10 years ago, states that it was a big mistake and he lost several components of his hearing. He applied to Hearts for Hearing who provide hearing aids for patients at a decreased cost if not for free and he has been seen already by them. The patient states he was accepted and they discussed his hearing need after testing and so specific HAs are in the works for him and should be ready within the next week or so. He is in very good spirits in that regard and talks about music and how with his current hearing aids he cannot hear pitch and he related that and then he really cannot appreciate music without hearing the pitch. He also listened as wife gave me information about her issues and he would shake his head and look at me and as he viewed it he would correct her. He has had no falls or other medical issues this past eight weeks.
He is very hard of hearing. We will follow up with Hearts for Hearing in the next couple of weeks and receive hearing aids, which will be properly fit. He is very much looking forward to this.

DIAGNOSES: Hard of hearing, currently has failed cochlear implants bilateral, hyperlipidemia, hypertension, nocturia, and B-cell chronic lymphocytic leukemia stable but not in remission.

MEDICATIONS: Coreg 3.125 mg b.i.d., lorazepam 1 mg h.s., MVI q.d., and PreserVision two tablets q.d.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.
CODE STATUS: DNR.

DIET: Regular.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient is a very active and spry 91-year-old gentleman seen in room, he is cooperative and contributes to his wife’s medical history.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 123/85, pulse 75, temperature 97.8, respirations 18, and weight 180 pounds. The patient states that he weighs 175 pounds having been weighed at a recent urology appointment.

NEURO: He makes eye contact. His speech is clear. He understands given information and asked appropriate questions when he disagrees with something he lets that be known. Affect is usually congruent with what he is saying, but his facial expressions appear even in steady.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Ambulates independently. He has a brisk gait. No falls since Christmas of 2023. Moves limbs in a normal range of motion.

CARDIAC: He has a regular rate and rhythm without murmur, rub, or gallop. PMI is nondisplaced.

RESPIRATORY: Normal effort and rate. Lung fields are clear without cough and symmetric excursion.

SKIN: Warm, dry, and intact with good turgor.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Very hard of hearing. His hearing aids that will be provided via Hearts for Hearing. He will be seen next week for fitting of the hearing aids and hopefully return to facility with them.

2. Hypertension. BPs were monitored a.m. and p.m. for two weeks and of the 28 readings there was now one that has systolic pressure greater than or equal to 150 his were generally ranging from 110 to 137 at the highest and diastolics none were greater than 90 so the range was from 68 to 80. No change in Coreg 3.125 mg, which he takes b.i.d.

3. General care. He has my phone number and states he will only call me if there is an emergency.

4. Insomnia. He recently had a refill of his Ativan 1 mg h.s. through my office.
