CC: Readmit from skilled care.

HPI: An 80-year-old female who returned to facility from Tuscany Village SNF on 07/08/24. The patient was hospitalized at Mercy Hospital with pneumonia and per the patient, she thinks UTI and after IV antibiotic and clearance of infections then sent to skilled care where she was approximately two weeks. The patient had nothing, but good things to say about her stay at skilled care and she feels stronger and sees their therapy is better than what was offered here. Since her return, she has come out for meals on occasion primarily dinner. Otherwise, she stays in her room to eat and it will be something that she puts into the microwave. When I tried to get further information about her hospital and skilled care stay, her memory deficits became clearer and she could not give me much information. There were adjustments in her medication, so those will be reviewed. I also tried contacting her daughter/POA Lucinda, but was unable to make contact with her.

DIAGNOSES: Atrial fibrillation, hypertension, hyperlipidemia, chronic pain management, osteoporosis, insomnia, depression, sundowning, and cognitive impairment of vascular nature.

MEDICATIONS: Tylenol 650 mg 9 a.m. and 9 p.m., Tums chews 750 mg b.i.d., ASA 81 mg q.d., Lipitor 40 mg h.s., Eliquis 5 mg b.i.d., folic acid 800 mcg q.d., Norco 5/325 mg one p.o. a.m. and h.s., hyoscyamine 0.125 mg one tablet SL q.i.d., Boniva 150 mg q. 30 days, magnesium 400 mg q.d., melatonin 10 mg h.s., Toprol 25 mg q.d., Remeron 15 mg h.s., Seroquel 50 mg h.s., and ranolazine 500 mg b.i.d.
ALLERGIES: FENTANYL.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

DIET: NO PORK GLUTEN-FREE.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is seen in room sitting upright in her manual wheelchair. She was just distractible and not really focused. Asked basic questions about her hospital stay and she could not give information.

VITAL SIGNS: Not available.
RESPIRATORY: Normal effort and rate. Clear lung fields. No cough. Symmetric excursion.

CARDIAC: She has regular rate and rhythm without murmur, rub, or gallop. PMI is nondisplaced.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She gets around propelling her manual wheelchair. She moves limbs in a normal range of motion. She self transfers and has no LEE. Intact radial pulses. She can weight bear for short periods and transfers.

PSYCHIATRIC: She is kind of at times in her own world. She can also be condescending about other people about Oklahoma and at times clearly has memory deficits that at other times she will just say she was joking.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Status post hospitalization. The DON has called the hospital for the past two days to get discharge information and hopefully that will be received in time for the next visit.

2. Medication review. Medications are as listed.

3. Social. I tried contacting POA and hopefully we will hear from her within the next week.
