CC: Concerned about son.

HPI: An 84-year-old female with advanced unspecified dementia now residing in memory care. She was walking about looking confused and she saw me and approached me. The patient then started telling me that staff member had talked to her son and then requested that he come help her with something at her home and she states since then she has not seen her son and has tried to get a hold of him unsuccessfully. She went on and expressed her concerned about his safety and about what this person may have done to him. I then decided to let her know what has actually occurred. I told her that he is now residing in a facility for men and has been there approximately a week to 10 days. She looked very confused and was starting to become agitated. I explained to her that he was safe, said it was a nice facility, and like here with the exception that it was affordable. She wondered why he was no longer living here and I explained to her that it was a question of finances. She was quiet and then when I asked if she understood that she said yes. I reassured her that he was safe and probably very happy in his new residence and I wanted her to be clear that it was not a decision that I or anyone here in the facility made, but rather an arrangement made by her daughter. I then called her daughter Andrea to let her know that I had spoken with her mother and told her that her son was in a different facility, etc. Andrea the daughter tells me that she has spoken with her mother at length on more than one occasion about David being moved, why he was moved and that he was very happy there and the things that he was doing. So that conversation has already happened and clearly the patient had no recollection. When I left, she is walking around the facility talking to a new resident and just seemed very happy and content.
