CC: Right hip pain.
HPI: A 94-year-old female who started having acute right hip pain. She denies a fall or other trauma to the area. She does have a right hip replacement several years old. The patient has Percocet 5/325 mg, which she breaks into and she has been taking half a pill couple of times a day. She states that it does help with the pain and she has only taken half and infrequently because she has a limited supply and does not want to run out of them. This current prescription that she has was written by me for other musculoskeletal pain that she had had almost a year ago, so I told her that I would refill the order for if she wanted that and she does and she was quite appreciative.
DIAGNOSES: Acute right hip pain, chronic knee pain bilateral, lower extremity edema on diuretic, atrial fibrillation on Eliquis, CAD, hypothyroid, and GERD.
MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 06/12/2024 note.
ALLERGIES: REGLAN and COUMADIN.
DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: Frail elderly female who is pleasant and able to state what her current concerns are.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 107/48, pulse 60, temperature 98.1, and respiratory rate 16.
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MUSCULOSKELETAL: The patient goes from sit to stand and vice versa using her chair for support and then she showed me what it is like for her to try to walk. She is favoring her left leg, so she is a bit lopsided and I had her use the walker for support out of concern for a fall. She is able to weight bear, but she favors it, has no lower extremity edema. Palpation of the right hip, palpation of the anterior area elicits pain when touching muscle and laterally muscle and asking her to move her joint it is uncomfortable.
NEUROLOGIC: She is alert and oriented x 3. Speech is clear, gives information and understands given information.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Acute right hip pain and a replaced joint of several years. X-rays for imaging; they did come to the facility. X-rays completed with results presented. Her right hip arthroplasty is well-aligned. No periprosthetic fracture osteopenia with moderate degenerative changes of the left hip and the entirety of the femoral stem was not in the field of view, but given the patient’s mobility unlikely out of joint.
2. Chronic pain management. Refill of Percocet 5/325 mg, give one tablet p.o. q.6h. p.r.n., dispensed #40.
3. Followup. I reviewed the patient’s x-ray results with her. She was appreciative and I told her that giving that area rest, taking her medication as prescribed rather than trying to not need it and then we will just assess whether or not an orthopedist needs to be involved.
