CC: Spoke with the patient’s sister.

HPI: A 63-year-old male who shares an apartment with his companion William (Randy Duncan). The patient’s sister Danene Price was in the lobby speaking with Randy and I asked who she was related to and she introduced herself and then I told her I was the physician, so she requested to speak with me privately. Danene shared that she was here to get her brother and take him home to their family home in Utah. She states that both of her parents are there and very excited to see him as they have not been able to see him in several years as well as other siblings. She states that she has a concern about abuse directed toward her brother by his companion Randy and she states that they have knowledge of an emotional and verbal abuse history and concerns about physical abuse now occurring. I told her that as far as here that he has never brought anything up to staff or myself and staff have not seen anything that is concerning as far as abuse though there have been noted difficulties in dealing with his companion Randy. With her brother’s consent, I was able to talk with her about his MMSE score, what that indicated, reviewed his baseline labs, which were all good, she was quite pleased with that and he is on very few medications and so those were reviewed and she already had a list of those medications as they were what he had been on for the past couple of years. Then, she and her brother had lunch with his companion’s family who brought in food and things seemed to go smoothly and they then departed. It was not known to Randy that they were actually going to the airport, but at some point he will realize that. I reviewed his medications, he is only on a cholesterol medication at this point. He had a lipid profile in April that was quite good and I had actually decreased his statin from 40 to 20 mg q.d.; she opted to not take that for the time that he will be out which is understandable. If there are any further questions or concerns, she has information to contact the facility as well as my office.

DIAGNOSES: Unspecified dementia moderate and hyperlipidemia stable.

MEDICATIONS: Pravastatin 20 mg h.s.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.
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DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: Full code.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient was alert and well groomed. He had been in his room for some time alone and then came into facility lobby and was with his companion and then later his sister.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 127/64, pulse 77, temperature 98.1, respirations 16, and weight not available.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: The patient to be out of facility for an indeterminate time. He is leaving with his sister Danene Price and will be visiting in Utah where his parents as well as other siblings live. If there are any issues, Danene has the facility as well as my office contact information.
