CC: Lab review.
HPI: An 85-year-old gentleman seen in apartment he shares with his wife, he was in the bathroom just combing his hair and doing personal care, it took him forever and so got him out into the living room so that we could go over his labs; nothing moves quickly with him. Overall, he states that he feels good and did not have any complaints at this time.
DIAGNOSES: Advanced Parkinson’s disease, dysphagia requiring PEG tube for all nutrition as well as medications, DM II, GERD, and hyperlipidemia.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from admit note. D3 125 mcg q.d., vitamin C 500 mg q.d., zinc q.d., MVI q.d., Pepcid 20 mg b.i.d., Lasix 20 mg q.d., Lipitor 40 mg h.s., ASA 81 mg q.d., Januvia 100 mg q.d., and amantadine 100 mg q.d.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: NPO.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 117/62. Pulse 55. Temperature 97.2. Respiratory rate 16.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. UA followup. UA obtained on 07/05/2024, returns positive for Enterococcus faecium UTI sensitive to vancomycin, multi-resistant otherwise, so the patient is started on vancomycin 125 mg capsule q.i.d. x 5 days.

2. Medication review. The patient is on Lasix and already has diminished fluid intake, so I am discontinuing his diuretic as he also states that he is now having nocturia and at times not able to get to the bathroom and having bedwetting, so he is okay with that being discontinued.
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
