Ms. Lor is a 68-year-old woman with history of recent pneumonia status post tracheostomy, thyroid cancer, anxiety disorder, hypertension, atrial fibrillation, muscle weakness, dysphagia, significant weight loss, cognitive deficit, and history of TIA. 
The patient has been discharged to home now from the nursing home under the care of hospice with history of thyroid cancer.
The patient is total ADL dependent and bedbound. She has lost tremendous amount of weight. The patient requires tracheostomy care at home along with tube feeding. The patient’s medication is helping her with her pain, anxiety, and her discomfort.
The patient no longer wants to go back to the hospital. The patient knows that she is at a high risk of pneumonia and realizes that has very little time left on this earth. The patient most likely actually has less than six months to live. The patient is now DNR. He is very much hospice appropriate and would like to be kept at home comfortable till she passes on. She requires suctioning regarding her tracheostomy and secretion retention. She also suffers from atrial fibrillation and dysphagia. PEG tube appears to be patent with no sign of infection at this time. Overall prognosis is poor. Once again ADL dependent. KPS score of 30% and expected to do poorly with less than six months to live.
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
